Pursuant to the duly adopted resolution establishing waiver of examination between the NORTH CAROLINA STATE BOARD OF 
EXAMINERS OF ELECTRICAL CONTRACTORS and the SOUTH CAROLINA CONTRACTORS’ LICENSING BOARD, the
